Implement the Business process Reengineering

proclamation  to

Whereas, it is believed that the existing laws and
practices hinder effective and efficient implementation of
outcomes of the business process reengineering study in
the governmental institution of the Regional state;

Whereas, the regional state desired to create fertile
ground for effective implementation of the outcomes
of the business process reengineering study and
thereby to be successful in getting-rid of poverty by
accountable,

rendering transparent, fast and

effective service to the public;

Whereas, it has become necessary to rely on the
fundamental principles of good governance and rule of
law in the course of implementing the business process

reengineering;

Whereas, it is believed that permanent implementation of
outcomes of the business process reengineering study
demands amendment of the existing laws after pilot

testing the process and structure.
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Now, therefore, in accordance with article 49(3)(1)of the
revised constitution proclamation, it is her by proclaimed

as follows:
1.Short Title
This  proclamation may be cited as the
Benishangul/Gumuz  regional State’s “BUSINESS

process Reengineering Implementation” proclamation No
84/2009

2. Definition
Unless expressed otherwise, in this proclamation:

1. “Council” shall mean the council of the
Benshangul /Gumuz Region.

2. “Business process Reengineering” shall
mean the outcomes of the study to
organize the tasks of governmental
institutions of the regional state in
different job processes so that to enable
them render effective and efficient public
service.

3. “Cabinet” shall mean the executive council
of the Benshangul /Gumuz Regional state.

4. “Office” shall include Bureau, Court,
commission, office, Authority, Institution,
Agency or any other institution of the
Regional state established by proclamation
or Regulations that renders service to the
public.

3. Scope
This proclamation shall be applicable only to the

government office that fully or partially run bu
the Regional State budget and those which
implement the business process reengineering
after accomplishing the phase of study.
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4. Implementation of Business process Reengineering

The state of service delivery in government offices
Calls for fundamental improvement.
The Regional Government is committed to bring about
such an improvement by ensuring efficiency and
effectiveness of service delivery in the region thus
reducing the problem of providing and receiving
services and there by facilitating good governance,
economic and social development of the region. And
therefore, it is imperative to implement business
process reengineering (BPR) by acknowledging this
proclamation.

5. Issuance of Requlation

1. The cabinet of the Regional State may issue detail
regulation for the proper implementation of this
proclamation.

2. The Regional capacity Building coordination
Office may issue detail directive.

6. Transitory provision

1. Any proclamation, regulation, directive or
customary practice that does not go in conformity
with laws and results of study of the Business
process Reengineering shall not be applicable as
regards matters covered there in.

2. Any violation of laws during implementing this
proclamation shall be adjudicated according to the
existing laws.

7. Duration
This proclamation shall remain force only for two years as
of its promulgation by the Regional State.
8. Effective Date
This proclamation shall come into force as of the 17" day of
August 2009
