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Proclamation No 87/2002

THE BENISHANGUL GUMUZ REGIONAL
STATE ROAD SAFETY COUNCIL
ESTABLISHMENT PROCLAMATION

INTRODUCTION

Where as, it is necessary to reduce step by
step the level of damages caused by road
traffic accident to human life, body property
and the economy in the Benishangul Gumuz
regional State.

Where as it is found necessary to create a
conducive forum where by organs of the
regional state that have work relation ship
directly or indirectly to road coordinated plan
and follow up its implementation.

Where as, the establishment of the road traffic
safety council shall enable to take measures
that could reduce traffic accidents by utilizing
human, financial and material resources in

organized and coordinated manner.

Where as, it is believed that, traffic safety will
be improved by reducing the redundant
activities undertaken to reduce road accident
by various organization independently and by
effecting utilizing the limited resources.

Part one

General
Article 1. Short title

This proclamation may be cited as "The
Benishangul Gumuz Regional state road
safety council establishment proclamation No
87/2010"

Article 2. Definition
In this proclamation

1. “Council” shall mean the council
established by this proclamation for
road traffic safety at the regional,
Zonal, Woreda and towns in the
region.
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2. “coordination office” shall mean the
office established by this proclamation
and accountable to bureau of trade
transport and industry

3. “Road safety” shall mean the
movement of road users without
accident of to sage use them from
greater damage it there is any activity
related to it

4. “Regional state” shall mean the
Benishangul Regional state.

5. “Road users of traffic” shall mean the
pedestrians animals or vehicles using
the roads.

6. “Road” shall mean any road which is
commonly used by vehicles and
pedestrians.

Part two

Establishment objectives and different organs
of the council

Article 3. Establishment

The Benishangul Gumuz Regional state road
safety council here in after referred to as the
council is here by established as an executive
organ of the regional government by
proclamation.

Article 4. Objective

The council shall have the following
objectives.

1. Reduce the degree of damages on
human life and property caused by
traffic  accident utilizing various
means in the region.

2. Cause law enforcement organs
involved in road traffic safety
activities to establish coordinated
working relation ship.
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3. Organize modern efficient road safety
system that has sufficient traffic
accident prevention and reliable
emergency services.

Article 5. Organization of the Council

1. The council shall have the following
appropriate  organs of the regional

governments.

a. TRADE TRANSPORT AND
INDUSTRY/ bureau head chairman

b. The regional police commission
commissioner Secretary

c. TRADE TRANSPORT AND
INDUSTRY/ license registration
department head secretary

d. Rural roads authority manager
member

e. The regional health bureau head
member

f. Assosa town municipality head
member
Education Bureau head member
The regional works and urban
development bureau member

i. Justice bureau head member Three
delegated persons from
transportation unions members.

j. The regional information culture.
Tourism ,and Social affairs bureau
head member

2. The coordination office of the council
shall be located with in the Trade

transport industry bureau

3. The council shall be lead by the head

Trade Transport Industry bureau

4. The office shall have the necessary
professionals and coordinator who is

accountable for the council.
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Part Three

Article 6. Accountability

The Council shall be accountable to the
cabinet each level.

Article 7. Powers and function at the
council

The council shall have the following powers and
function to

1. Prepare short medium and long term plans
based on studies to reduce and to provide
lasting solution to road safety problems
advice the implementation at the same to
the appropriate organs.

2. Provide advice concerning the provision
and utilization at trained human resources
and technical equipments in a reasonable
quantity in order to enhance traffic
administration and control competency.

3. Provide advisory services to create
conducive environment for organs operating
with in the regional state concerning road
traffic safety activities to cooperate and
support each other and function
economically.

4. Provide the necessary advises and
assistance to those implementing organs to
ensure that drivers training and competently
tests are in accordance with the required

standards.

5. Counsel the appropriate organs or the
proper application on of technical
competency and standards of rechecks in

the region

Provide advise to ensure the survey
designing building and maintenance of
road as well as in relation with it the
land used and plan of installation of
different service lines are sane with in
the required standards initiate the
enactment of hew laws to fill gaps as

may be necessary.

Counsel the appropriate organs that
ensure the
traffic

implementation of road

regulations and based up on study

provide opinion for amendment of

laws and enactment at new laws.

Develop mechanisms to enhance the
awareness of residents

road traffic safety.

Article 8. Meeting at the Council

1. The Council shall have a regular
meeting every quarter of a year.
Earth ordinary meeting may be

called as may be necessary.

2. Their shall be forum where more
than half of the members of the
council are present in the
meetings.

3. A decision in the council shall be
passed by majority wvote. The
chairman shall have a casting vote

in case where there is a tie.
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4. The council shall have its own

meeting procedures.

Article 9. Power and functions of

road traffic safety

coordination office

The office of road and safety
coordinator shall have the

following powers and function

1. Enforce the decisions and

directives of the counsel.

2. Collect, organization and analyses
road traffic related data by way of
relation

establishing ship  with

relevant organs.

3. Provide solutions based on studies
that assist to improve road traffic
safety.

4. Submit its annual plan and bud get
to the council implement same up

on approval.

5. Submit activity and fiscal report
annually to the council, however
submit same when ever the council

demands so.
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Article 10 Powers and function of the
coordinator.

The coordinator shall be assigned by the
council up on recommendation on by the
bureau head of Trade Transport Industry
Bureau.

1. Direct the office of the coordination
prepare plan and follow up its
implementation prepare and submit
report as well as a device the bureau
head of Trade Transport Industry
bureau.

2. Staff and regulate the coordination
office  with the necessary civil
servant.

3. Represent the office in its day to day
function before third party.

4. Prepare the office plan, annual budget
and implement same up on approval
by the council.

5. Implement other activities ordered by
the council or by Trade Transport
Industry bureau head.

Article 11. Zonal road safety Council

a. Zonal Trade Transport and Industry
office head chairman

b. Zonal Traffic officer secretary

c. Zonal police office head member

d. Zonal health office head member

e. Zonal education office head member.

f. Four delegated persons from
transportation union’s members.

Article 12. Town road safety Council

a. Town administration head chairman.
Trade Transport Industry office head
secretary

Town administration manager member
Town police commander member
Town health office head member
Town education head member

Two delegated persons from transport
associations member

h.  Town traffic police head
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Article 13. Woreda level road safety
Council

a. woreda administrative head chairman

b. Woreda police commander secretary

c. Woreda traffic police head member

d. Woreda micro and small scales trade desk
Member

e. Woreda education office head member

f. Town kebele chair men member

g. Worda health office head member

h. Towen municipality head member

Article 14. Powers and function of
Zone, woreda and town road
safety Councils

a. The council shall prepare the zonal or
woredas round safety plan with
coordination

b. Observing necessary materials needed
for the work and appeal to the council
through Trade Transport Industry
bureau

c. By recalling the decisions of board
apply it in practice.

d. Shall perform other activities ordered
by the regional council.

Article 15. Sources of income

The regional road safety council shall
have the following source of incomes

1. Budget assigned by the Ethiopia
road fund administration secretary

2. From any assistance in kind or in
cash from different sources and
from other income of traffic safety
which don’t fall under the
authority of  other bodies
depending on the decision of the
regional government.

3. Budget assigned by the Regional
government.
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Part four

Miscellaneous provisions
Article 16. Inapplicable laws

Any law or practices that are in consistent
with  this proclamation shall not be
applicable.

Article 17. Power to issue directives

1. The administrative council may issues
regulation to  implement  this
proclamation

2. Trade, Industry Transport Bureau
may issue directives in order to
implement this proclamation

Article 18. Effective Date

This proclamation shall be effective as
of the day it is published in the Lisane
Hig Gazeta of the Regional Council up
on approved.
