Proclamation No 16, 1999

A proclamation for Establishing the Militia
Office of the Benishengul-Gumuz National

Regional State.

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to organize
a popular armed force for defending the
constitutionally provided rights and well-being
of the public against those who may use vid nce

ro usurp same.
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NOW THERFORE, it is hereby proclaimed as
follows in Accordance with Artide 47 (2) (h) of
the constitution of the Benishangul-Gumuz

National Regional State.

PART ONE
GENERAL

1. Short Title

This proclamation may be cited as “Militia
Office Establishing Proclamation No 16/1999,
for Benishangul-Gumuz National Regional stat.
2. Definition

1. “Militia” means any popularly- elected
resident who, without being given salary, may
be deployed in protecting public security
outside normal production activities.

2. “Militia office” Means militia office
established in  accordance  with this
proclamation.

PART TWO

Militia office Objectives, Organizational
Structure and Accountability
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CHAPTER ONE
Objectives of Establishing Militia Office

3. Establishment of Office

The Militia office of the Benishangul —gumuz
National Regional State hereafter called “Militia
Office” is hereby established by this
proclamation.

4. Objectives of Office:

The Militia Office shall have the following
objective;

To protect the rights, interests, peace and
security of peoples which are provided for in
the laws of the FDERE and the Benishangul-
Gumuz National Regional State against
attempts by force; of usurp same
CHAPTERTWO

Organizational Structure and Accountability of
Militia Office

5. Organizational Office Militia Structure

1. The militia office shall have regional, zonal
and woredastructures

2. Without prejudice to the provision of sub-
article one above the administrative set ups
structured below the woreda hierarchy —at the

kebele or
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6. Accountability:

The militia officeshall have

1. Militia office head that is accountable to the
executive committees of the regional state

2. Heads of zonal and woreda structures and staff
members who are accountable to the executive

committees of the various hierarchies

Powers and Duties of militia Office, Head and militia

CHAPTER ONE
Powers and Duties of Militia Office

7. Powers and Duties of Office

The militia office of the Benishangul-Gumuz National
State shall havethe following powers and duties

1. It shall organize, co-ordinate and direct militia
office established atthe various hierarchies.

2. It shall recruit, organize, arm and deploy the
militia force to be established in accordance with
directives to be issued by the regional state; it shall
oversee militia mobilization and enhancement of
their competence

Similar levels shall have militta members that are

organized and armed

3. It shall recruit and administer support-giving
staff for the office

4. It shall work as a security force , in
collaboration with public police, in monitoring ,
controllingand preventing against crimes.

5. It shall create conditions whereby the militia,
without being away from production activities,
may work in co-operation with public police in
security protection activities, it shall monitor
and oversee matters so that militiamen are not
removed from production or governmental
activities.

6. Where deemed necessary, it shall mobilize
militia force for defense of public peace and
security along with the national defenseforces.
7. It shall administer its own organs in
accordance withitsowninternal regulations.

8. It shall prepare and submit plans and budgets
and work for execution of same.

9. It shall undertake such other duties are
assignedtoit.

CHAPTER TWO

8. Powers and Duties of militia Office Head
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While discharging the powers and duties
assigned to the militia office in accordance with
article 6 of this proclamation, the head of the
militia office shall have the following powers
and duties

1. He shall represent and direct the office

2. He shall cause the preparation of the plans
and budget of the office; when approved, he
shall execute same

3. He shall submit a quarterly report of the
office’s performance to the executive

committee of the benishangul gumuz state

CHAPTER THREE

9. Power, duties, membership and recruitment of militia

Any militia shall have the following powers and duties

1. He shall work as a security force, in
collaboration with public police, in monitoring,
controllingand preventing crimes.

2. He shall apprehend a person found
committing offence he shall deliver the
apprehended offender along with the exhibit
and a detailed report.

3. He shall accomplish the duties assigned to

the regional administration and justice bodies.
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4. Where the delegates the existence of an
organized group or people engaging in acts of
bandit, theft or criminal offense, he shall take
appropriate actions for their arrest by mobilizing the
community members.

5. Where deemed necessary, he shall work in
collaboration with the national defense force for
protection of public peaceand security.

6. He shall not be deploy in security or other
governmental activities that may keep him away
from production for a long time, he may not be

obliged to engage insuchactivities.

10. Militia Membership and
Recruitment
1. Any Ethiopian above 18 years of age who is in a

good physical and mental health and with good
conduct may, without any discrimination as to sex,
become a militia member in the kebele of which he
is resident.

2. Any militia who has been recruited as militia
voluntarily shall havethe rightto be discharged.

3. Militia members shall be selected and recruited
through direct participation of local residents and
particulars shall be specified in regulations to be

issuedlater on.
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PART FOUR

Miscellaneous Provisions
11. Lawfulness of Arms Holding
1. Any militia member who is recruited according to
militia directive shall hold an I.D card ascertaining
that he is a lawfully armed person.
2. Any milita member shall use the arms he is
holding for executing the powers and duties he is
legally entrusted with.
3. Any milita member found engaging in seling,
battering, lending, leasing or demanding the arms he
is holdingis punishable by law.
12. Internal Regulation
The Executive committee of the regional State shall
issue an internal regulation concerning militia
recruitment, training code of conductand discharge.
13. Budget
The budget of the office shall be allocated by the
government.
14. Effective date
This proclamation shall come into force as of the
date of its publication in the state’s Lisane-Hig

Newspaper.
